RULES AND REGULATIONS - Please Read Carefully!
NOTE: DUE TO HEALTH REGULATIONS — SELLING OF HOMEMADE ITEMS (BAKED GOODS ETC.) IS
PROHIBITED.

1. Al ADULT exhibitors must pay a $5.00 Entry Fee, which includes Annual Membership in the Marmora Agricultural
Society. JUNIORS may exhibit in the adult section by paying the $5.00 entry fee and winnings will be remitted
accordingly.

2.  Entry fee for Juniors in the Junior Division is FREE.

3.  All exhibitors/exhibits MUST have an Exhibitor Number and an ENTRY TAG. Exhibitor numbers, Tags and Forms can be
obtained from the Secretary 613-472-5403 prior to the fair. Do not forget to sign your entry tags.

4. Entry Forms (required for Adults and Juniors) —read instructions carefully. Please fully complete the entry form,
including your MAILING ADDRESS. This is our only way of ensuring our mailing database is up-to-date. The WHITE
COPY of the entry form is to be left in the Homecraft Exhibition building when you bring in your entries. The YELLOW
COPY of the entry form is to be completed with results and handed in at the time you pick up your entries. The
YELLOW COPY is also your free admission to the grounds on Monday.

5. All entries are to be in the Homecraft Exhibition building on the Friday before the fair between 6PM and 9PM or
Saturday between 8AM and 10AM. Judging will commence at 11AM.

6.  NO exhibit is to be removed from the grounds or buildings (other than edible food, which should be picked up Saturday

after judging) before 3PM on Monday, without permission from the president, under penalty of losing their premiums

(winnings).

One exhibit per section per class per exhibitor.

The exhibitor shall grow all seeds, fruits and vegetables in the current year.

All entries will be judged on overall appearance, presentation and conformity to category specific instructions. A single

entry in any section does NOT necessarily constitute a 1° place finish.

Judges decision is final.

10. No pre-packaged mixes or kits may be used- all things must be made from scratch.

11. ALL HANDMADE ITEMS MUST HAVE A SAMPLE OF FABRIC, YARN OR EMBROIDERY FLOSS ATTACHED TO THE
ENTRY TAG OR IT WILL BE AUTOMATICALLY DISQUALIFIED
